Along with the application, please submit (on a separate sheet signed by the president of your association) those who are authorized by your neighborhood board to vote on issues on behalf of your neighborhood.  You may authorize as many people as you like and it's good to have more than your allowable number of votes so that you can share the responsibility for attending meetings. Your neighborhood will be assigned a number of votes based on the number of households in your neighborhood, either 1, 2 or 3 votes.  The regulations governing voting are described below:

Once your neighborhood association/organization is accepted as a member, there are two requirements in order for your neighborhood organization to exercise voting rights on issues that come before the congress.   (1) Your organization must have submitted a written notice (official letter or e-mail) providing a list of delegates who are authorized to vote on behalf of your neighborhood.   (2) An authorized delegate from your neighborhood organization must have attended at least half of the meetings of the Congress over the last three months (generally 2 of the previous 3 meetings prior to any vote).  Because of the 50% attendance rule, whenever possible, it is a good idea to authorize more delegates than you actually need to make sure your organization is represented at 50% of Greensboro Neighborhood Congress meetings.  Proxies are not allowed.  

When the application is received, it will be submitted to the next GNC executive committee meeting and upon recommendation by the executive board the application will be presented to the Greensboro Neighborhood Congress.
